AIM: To commit to welcoming others returning to God and sharing God’s 
generosity with them. 
 
KEY VERSE: 'This son of mine was dead and is alive again; he was lost and is 
found.’ So, they began to celebrate.” ~ Luke 15:24 

 

CONCEPTS: 

1.​ Sin brings ruin, but repentance restores hope—even in despair. (vv. 11-16) 
2.​ God welcomes a broken and contrite heart. (vv.17-18) 

3.​ God gives unconditional love and forgiveness to all who return to Him. (vv.19-20)  

4.​ True repentance brings awareness of sin, sorrow, and confession. (v.21) 

5.​ God longs to restore and celebrate all who humbly return, welcoming them with 

grace. (vv.22-24) 

6.​ Through faith and renewal comes forgiveness and the Holy Spirit (v. 38) 

7.​ God offers the gift of the Holy Spirit and eternal life to all. (v. 39) 
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
